This week we welcomed Adriana Edwards and she has been quick to develop a positive rapport with students, parents 
and staff.  We wish her every success into the future. 
 
PICK UP & DROP OFF 
It is important we practice the highest levels of safety when we are dropping off and picking up our children, and that 
ǿŜ ŀǊŜ ōŜƛƴƎ ǊŜǎǇƻƴǎƛōƭŜ ǊƻƭŜ ƳƻŘŜƭǎΦ  wŜŎŜƴǘƭȅ ǿŜΩǾŜ had a string of incidents occur from parents crashing into staff 
cars, and Kea Crossing Staff being abused for trying to ensure the safety of our students.  I ask for everyone to be 
respectful of the road laws and of our kaiako who volunteer their time after school to ensure everyone gets to and from 
school safely. 
 
Pick off and drop off rules are as follows: 
 

1. The building directly behind our crossing has a council 
approved drop off and pick up zone for our community.   

a.     For drop off, all users must stay in their car and have their 
children ready to alight quickly.  Do not get out of your car. 

b.     For pick up, all drivers must stay in their car to ensure full 
access.  Either arrange for your child to wait for you at the pick 
up/drop off area (for children in Yrs 2 & above), or contact Julie 
at the school office and we will arrange for Senior Students to 
pick up your children from class and have them ready at the 
school crossing for quick collection.  Do not get out of your car. 

2.       If you need to drop or pick up your child at the class there are very limited options for car parking.  We encourage 
families to either walk or cycle to school, or arrive 20 minutes before school starts, or 10 minutes after school 
finishes. 

3.       Parking in driveways or on broken yellow lines is illegal and parking wardens regularly patrol the area. 
4.  The Monmouth Street Carpark is for staff and drop off for disabled people only.  Do not use it as a drop off site as 

you put pedestrians at risk when you reverse out of the area. 
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If you would like to complain about the challenges of vehicle access to our school, please contact Auckland Transport. 
The more people complain, the more likely action will be taken to improve the pick off and drop off areas. 
 
With community support, we can provide other options.  The Nixon Car Park Walking School Bus success is based on all 
parents who are using the service volunteering to supervise students at least once a fortnight.  If you would like to join 
this initiative, please contact the school office.  It has recently been suspended due to lack of support, but with renewed 
interest could start again.
